Bharat has been a multilingual country for ages, with many languages spoken in different
regions of the country. Using multiple languages in our verbal repertoire is a common
characteristic of the country; it binds us together and keeps us united. National Education
Policy (NEP) 2020 strongly emphasises the idea, that the multilingual nature of Bharat is a
huge asset that needs to be utilised efficiently for the socio-cultural, economic, and
educational development of the nation. It recommends the promotion of multilingualism in
education at every level so that learners get the opportunity to study in their own language(s).
The creation of teaching-learning material in all Bharatiya languages will thus boost this
multilingual asset and allow it to make a better contribution to ‘Viksit Bharat’. That said,
developing early-grade primers in alignment with NEP 2020 requires a comprehensive and
inclusive approach that addresses the unique linguistic and cultural characteristics of each
region in India. These primers aim to provide not only language proficiency in reading and
writing but also foster creativity and critical thinking among the early-stage learners. It is a
key to pronouncing, recognising, comprehending letters of the alphabet and symbols of a
language. It also familiarises children with the meaning of one or more sets of these letters
made through their combinations such as letters in initial, medial and final positions of the
word. Moreover, it provides examples that facilitate writing practice of the letters introduced
later; and the rhymes will help students in their language development and cognitive skills.
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HOW TO USE ZEME PRIMER

The National Education Policy 2020 and the National Curriculum Framework, 2022, focus on
the importance of imparting education to children aged three to eight years, in their mother
tongue, home language, local language and regional language. This primer has been specially
designed and prepared for the development of oral language of children and to ensure that a
child understands, learns and communicates without any hesitation. To enhance children’s
oral language skills, short songs or rhymes consisting of two to three sentences have been
included in each of the individual letter lessons. Teachers can engage children in discussions
by singing and reading these songs or rhymes aloud. Keeping in mind the three language
formula, and India being a linguistically diverse country, this primer also helps children in
learning words not only in their mother tongue but also gets familiarise with another
language. For example, the word Alaupui in Zeme is translated into English as onion. This
enables children to enhance their knowledge and at the same time, accept about India and its
diversity from their tender age. Apart from language learning, this book also introduces
sounds, alphabets, reading and writing practice for the children.

Sound introduction: Children will say the name of the object after seeing the picture.
The teacher will ask, what sound does the name of the picture begin with? For instance, after
seeing the picture Alaupui, children will recognize that it starts with the sound A.

Alphabet Introduction: The teacher will first tell the children, how the alphabet A
looks. Children will be asked to identify the letter A from some given words. Out of three-
four words, children will pronounce the sound of the letter A and practice writing the letter A.

Reading: Children will look at pictures and say words in their own language.
Children will read Alaupui by moving their finger from left to right of that word. By reading
other words, especially the words where A occurs, children will recognize and pronounce A.
The teacher will tell about the occurrence of A at the beginning, middle and end of the word.
While reading A on the black board, the teacher will also write three-four other words along
with the word Alaupui. The teacher will call the children one by one.

To introduce alphabets, words, and sounds to the child, the primer attempts to make
use of the words, which are familiar to children. Child will be able to recognize these words
by looking at the pictures in the book. Child will feel comfortable in reading this primer in
their own language. The teacher will write a word and ask children to read each letter of it
separately, and to read the word by joining the letters, as well. When a child reads a word,
other children will join him and repeat the word, this is called ‘collective reading'.

Writing: Teachers will first teach children to write A of the word Alaupui. The
teacher will demonstrate how to move the pen to write from left to right. This is called
supporting writing. After that, the children will write A themselves after looking at the other
letters in the blank space given in the book. Teachers will assist children while they are
reading and writing.

For the development of the oral language of children, small poems of three-six
sentences have been written in each page. The teacher will discuss it with the children by
singing and reading it. After reading the children's story book available in the school library,
teacher will discuss the story in children's language. Remember, one should tell stories and
poems to the children in their mother tongue.
